Acquired by Christian Moueix in 1971, Chéiteau La Grave was his first vineyard
purchase. A great deal of attention was given to the renovation of the vineyard, chateau,

and cellar in order to restore the wine’s place among the top estates of Pomerol.

An elegant, delicate, charming wine, the gravelly soils of La Grave offer poise and
linearity, while the ripe, red fruit and characteristic silky texture make the wine

approachable and enjoyable, even in its youth.
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
